• Photography: Is allowed in the public spaces at the chalet during your renta l period. Your reservation 
receipt will act as your photography permit. Drone photography is not permitted . You are not allowed 
to drive on any of the trails, without prior authorization. If you would like to take photos at the Top of 
The Hill - please contact the event specilists to discuss. 

• Accessib ility: Hyland Hills Chalet is fully ADA accessible. Each restroom area has a baby changing 
station, handicap accessible stall and duel height sinks. All entrance and exit doors meet ADA 
standard widths. There is an elevator in our building and a ramp going down to the great lawn. 

• Smoking: Is prohibited within 25 feet of any building entrance. Designated smoking areas are the patio 
and the front outside entrance. 

• Dogs in the Park: Dogs must be always attended to on a maximum of a 6' non-retractable leash. Pets 
are not allowed inside park build ings. Exceptions are made for marked service animals. 

• Music/Amplification: Live bands and DJs are encouraged. Lighting and music sound levels must 
comply with Hyland Hills /Three River Park District Ordinance and build ing electrical capacity. Our 
building is equipped with standard 20-amp circuits. Amplified music is not allowed on the patio, apart 
from ceremony sound. Note: Hyland Hills' in-house speakers are meant for toasts and speeches only 
and should not be relied upon for dance music. Excessive volume can damage our speakers and may 
result in additional fines. 

• Park Guidelines: We are a public park. There may be people walking, hiking or playing disc golf on the 
grounds. They do not have access to the Alpine & Ridgeview Rooms during private events. 

• Preferred Vendors: Please refer to our Preferred Vendor List as a suggestion of vendors to help you 
with all of your wedding needs. Some vendor discounts available for Three Rivers guests. 

• Alcohol: There is absolutely no outside alcohol or liquor allowed on the property. Violation of this 
policy could result in the loss of your damage deposit.

• Last Dance: Amplified music must end at 10:30pm to allow enough time to take down and pack up 
decorations.
